RESOLUTION 001/2005 FOR CREATION OF THE TECHNICAL SUPERVISORY CHAMBER OF THE ELO PROJECT
COMPETENCES
Art. 1 – The Technical Supervisory Chamber has competence:

I. To supervise and monitor the fulfilment of the objectives of the project;

II. To contribute to the formulation of proposals for the integration of policies of a Territorial nature, adapting these official policies to the requirements of the organised agriculturalists in the Territories where the DHCP operates;

III. To set itself up as a technical authority with the task of discussing and considering the difficulties and the alternatives for the semi-arid region of the North-West;

IV. To form partnerships with other programmes and institutions;

V. To judge and validate the Annual Report on the activities of the Elo Project in the Territories where the DHCP operates. 
COMPOSITION
Art. 2 – The Technical Supervisory Chamber will consist of the following members:

I. A representative of the STD/MAD – Secretariat for Territorial Development of the Ministry of Agrarian Development;
II. A representative of the NCAW – National Confederation of Agricultural Workers;

III. A representative of the DHCP – Dom Helder Câmara Project;

IV. A representative of the SFSA – Syngenta Foundation for Sustainable Agriculture;

V. A representative of the IFAD – International Fund for Agricultural Development;
VI. A representative of the EMBRAPA Semi-Arid – Brazilian Agricultural Research Enterprise;

VII. A representative of the UFRPE – Federal Agricultural University of Pernambuco;

VIII. A representative of the entrepreneurial sector nominated by the PDHC and  the FSAS.
Paragraph 1: The members of the Chamber will have a mandate of 2 (two) years, which can be extended by a further 2 years.

Paragraph 2: The meeting of the Technical Supervisory Chamber is held once a year, after the Territorial plans have been drawn up.

THE EXECUTIVE STRUCTURE OF THE TECHNICAL SUPERVISORY CHAMBER
Art. 3 - The Technical Supervisory Chamber will have the following executive structure:

I. Executive Committee
The Executive Committee of the Chamber is the authority responsible for the planning, adaptation, programming, management, support and control of the activities discussed and decided within the scope of the DHCP and the Technical Supervisory Chamber.            

Art. 4 – The Executive Committee will comprise 4 (four) external members who are not members of the Chamber, as follows:

I – Two representatives of the DHCP, one of whom is the Coordinator of the Elo Project
II – Two representatives of the Syngenta Foundation for Sustainable Agriculture
Paragraph 1: The Executive Committee must submit a report on its activities to the members of the Technical Supervisory Chamber every 6 (six) months.
Paragraph 2: The Executive Committee must adapt to the other programmes and projects put into operation within the sphere of the DHCP.
Paragraph 4: The Executive Committee will not have voting rights at the ordinary and extraordinary meetings of the Technical Supervisory Chamber.

THE FUNCTIONS
Art. 5 – The Technical Supervisory Chamber will meet once a year, or with possible extraordinary meetings, and its meetings will be convened and coordinated by the DHCP and the SFSA.

Art. 6 – The minimum quorum for meetings of the Technical Supervisory Chamber is 60% (sixty percent) of its members.

Art. 7 – All the members of the Technical Supervisory Chamber will have the right to vote. 
Special paragraph: In the case of a tie, the DHCP and the SFSA will seek a consensus.
Art. 8 – The Technical Supervisory Chamber will meet at a place indicated by the Dom Helder Câmara Project.

Art. 9 – The Executive Committee of the Technical Supervisory Chamber will remain responsible for implementing all the decisions of plenary meetings of the Chamber, in agreement with the DHCP.

Art. 10 – If it is impossible for any member of the Chamber to take part in the ordinary and extraordinary meetings, the entity or institution which he/she represents must name a substitute.

Art. 11 – The Dom Helder Câmara Project will be notified of the substitution of members of the Chamber by the respective entity or institution.

Art. 12 – The Dom Helder Câmara Project will make available to the Technical Supervisory Chamber the necessary structure for its functioning and administrative support.

Paragraph 1: The Technical Supervisory Chamber incorporates the organisational structure of the Dom Helder Câmara Project. 

Paragraph 2: The Technical Supervisory Chamber has technical and operational autonomy to carry out the resolutions of the Management Committee of the DHCP and of the Donor Agreement with the SFSA.
Art. 13 – The Minutes of the ordinary and extraordinary meetings of the Chamber must be approved and signed by the members present.
